40 days before Holy Week 
a Major Penitential Season 

liturgical color is purple 
Stripped Altar, etc.

SEASON of ADVENT 
beginning of the Church Year 

the 4 Sundays prior to Christmas Day 
a lesser penitential season 

liturgical color is Sarum Blue

SEASON AFTER PENTECOST 
Day After Pentecost - 1st Advent 

liturgical color is Green

SEASON of EPIPHANY 
Feast of Epiphany (Jan.6) - Ash 

Wednesday 
liturgical color is Gold/Yellow
